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Overview of SCR 31 (2022)

Overview

Senate Concurrent Resolution (SCR) 31 of the 2022 Regular Legislative Session directed the
Louisiana Department of Education (LDOE) to establish the Related Services Advisory
Commission (RSAC). The RSAC’s purpose is to study the level of support statewide for students
with special needs and exceptionalities, examine the ratio of service providers to students, and
determine the impact on service implementation.

Key components of RSAC’s charge include:

e Collecting data on the ratios of service providers to students in Louisiana public schools,
including charter schools

e Collecting recommended ratios for successful service delivery found in the research
literature and recommended by professional associations

e Collecting student impact information based on service provider-to-student ratios

e Collecting information on service provider training programs available in Louisiana for
service providers for students with special needs and exceptionalities that are
replenishing the field and any barriers to entering or completing the programs

e Updating the defined roles of each provider and how the provider can collaborate and work
together to serve students with special needs and exceptionalities

SCR 31 (2022) also requested that a report be submitted to the Legislature before convening the
2023 and 2024 regular sessions. See Appendix 1 for a list of commission members.

Executive Summary

Special education-related services encompass a wide range of support mechanisms designed to
help students with disabilities access and benefit from educational programs. These services
include but are not limited to specialized instruction, speech-language therapy, occupational
therapy, physical therapy, counseling, and assistive technology. The provision of these services is
governed by both federal and state laws, including the Individuals with Disabilities Education Act
(IDEA) and Louisiana special education regulations.

The purpose of this legislative report is to provide an overview of the RSAC’s activities, provide an
overview of the current state of special education-related services in Louisiana, identify areas for
improvement, and propose legislative and policy recommendations to enhance the quality and
accessibility of these services.

Members of the RSAC are outlined in Appendix 1. Membership roles and as well as the
organizations represented are as outlined in the resolution. The RSAC met six times over the past
year and a half, and the meeting schedule is outlined in Appendix 2.
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State of Special Education Related Services in Louisiana

Current Service Provision and Policy

The RSAC started its charge by gaining a shared understanding of the current overview of
related service policy and regulations, by reviewing related services data in Louisiana, and by
conducting a review of positive attributes and key opportunities for further development that
exist both within the broad field of related services providers and external factors.

Appendix 3 shows the related service data counts across Louisiana for the past three years.
Speech/Language Pathology is the related service most utilized by students with disabilities,
followed by Occupational Therapy, and then by School Health and Physical Therapy.

A key component of RSAC’s findings includes an overview of the framework of law, policy, and
guidance that shapes the current provision of related services.

Table 1, below, provides an overview of the current ratios specified in the Board of Elementary
and Secondary Education (BESE) Bulletin 1706 - Regulations for Implementation of the Children
with Exceptionalities Act.
